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Liguidity coverage ratio (LCR) - common disclosure template

The LCR is a 30-day stress test, using the 3 month end balances as data points to calculate an average for the quarter, which requires banks to
hold sufficient high-quality liquid assets to cover envisaged net outflows. These outflows are calibrated using prescribed Basel factors applied to
assets and liabilities in a static run-off model. Basel definitions are used to identify high-quality liquid assets.
